Conduct tracks on hard surface, 24-hour old track, and through high pedestrian traffic demonstrating the dog’s ability to scent discriminate.  Teams will be provided best practices on how to obtain scent from a scene, sample training logs, sample reports, and a component list of tracks applicable to their patrol response.
